What happens when expectations are not met?
The heart of PBIS is that students are taught what appropriate expectations are here at Amy Belle.  Staff that see that students are not meeting expectation should take the opportunity to re-teach the behaviors first and then let the classroom teacher know.  Below is a list of ideas on how to re-teach bathroom expectations:


· Stop the student, have a private conversation with them of the expectation and “why” (students are working in the hallways) and have them demonstrate to you that they can meet the expectation

· Make it a point that if you had corrected a student at one point in time, to watch again.  If they are meeting expectation, celebrate it with a sticker or ticket.  If not, let the classroom teacher know or put it on the clipboard.
