Student Library Checkout:
 Kindergarten and First Grade: Each student is allowed to check out 2 books at one time and return them before the next check-out time(1 week). This could be 1 Everybody book and 1 nonfiction book from the book display.

Second and Third Grade: Each student is allowed to check out 2 books at one time. When they return the following week for check-out they may check out 2 more books even if they haven’t returned the other 2. So, they may have a total of 4 items checked out.

Fourth and Fifth Grade: Each student is allowed to check out 2 books at one time.
When they return the following week for check-out they may check out 2 more books even if they haven’t returned the other 2. They may choose to check out a playaway.

When a playaway is being checked out, two items, 1 being the playaway and 1 the book to read along with it, will count as 1 item and a third book may be checked out. So, they may have a total of 5 items out ONLY if they have checked out a playaway. Again, if they have any overdue materials they MAY NOT check out another book. 

Students may checkout magazines for 2 weeks. 
Reference materials (encyclopedias, atlases, etc.) may not be checked out, but students may come to the library to use them there or teachers may have them available to use in the classroom when working on special projects.
