Reading
The second reader’s theater went very well!  You can really tell that the students practiced their lines and rehearsed at home every night.

Reminder: Students should be reading their biography book at home.  Once they have finished, the file folder I gave them should be used for the project.  Books should be finished by January 27th and project presentations begin February 1st.  
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Writing
 Students continue to develop their persuasive papers on a city in Wisconsin.  They are really understanding the elements of a five paragraph essay as well as key elements of persuasive writing.    
The three Greek and Latin roots studied this week were: under (beneath), dis (away or not), and graph (to write).  The quiz on these four stems will be this week sometime.  I am impressed with students’ abilities to break words apart to understand their meaning.   They are also able to generate examples of words that contain stems.  Also, they are eager to share Greek and Latin stems they come across during their independent reading!     
Social Studies

The students took a quiz on the locations of the continents according to hemispheres.  They also took a pretest on the 50 states and their capitals.  The students need some more practice, but we will be reviewing all 50 states and capitals through songs, videos and games.  Students should practice at home, and I hope to see great improvements from the pretest! We will then focus on states and capitals as well and United States regions. 
Math

We finished Topic 11: Linking Multiplication and Division – students took a test on Thursday (please sign and return!). The next topic is Topic 12: Investigating Large Numbers.   Students will develop a solid understanding of the place-value system and will be able to read and write large numbers fluently. 
Students will work with numbers through 1,000,000 in a variety of activities, including games, measurement tasks, and real-world problems.  At home, encourage your child to find real-world examples of large numbers, making their learning more relevant.
